
APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATE ADMISSION

The Admissions Committee of the Landscape Institute meets twice during the academic year to review applications and
supporting materials of students applying for the Certificate in Landscape Design, the Certificate in Landscape Design
History, and the Certificate in Landscape Design Preservation. Students eligible for the review, in accordance with the
requirements listed in the Landscape Institute catalog, must submit a completed form, a non-refundable fee of $50 payable
to the Arnold Arboretum and supporting materials by the submission deadline (see Academic Calendar for the year in
question). Applicants will be notified by mail of the Committee's decision after all applications have been reviewed.  

A completed application includes the following:

1. Parts I and II of this application form.

2. Transcripts from all schools attended since high school.
Note:  Landscape Design Program / Radcliffe Seminars transcripts are on file for 
all Landscape Institute students.

3. Two letters of recommendation.  These letters should be written by a current 
employer or supervisor and a member of the Landscape Institute teaching staff.

4. A current résumé.  

5. A non-refundable application fee of $50, payable to the Arnold Arboretum.

The Admissions Committee will act on this application when all the above materials have been received.  It is the student's
responsibility to see that all materials are received by the application deadline.
